Note that
you must submit a deposit for renting

the bins.*

2. Submit the form by email to
engineeringinfo@chilliwack.com or
drop it off at City Hall.

3. A City staff member will contact you
to arrange the details of your station

rental. Pick up the bins from City
Hall at the designated time.

4. Set up the diversion station(s) at

your event and enjoy!

5. Drop off the station bins at City Hall

within 2 days following your event.
